B3.| ATTACH THE MOUNTING
PLATE TO THE WALL

Attach the plate to the wall using toggle bolts.
At least one wood screw must be used to attach
the plate to a wall stud.

m Remove the toggle wings from the bolts.

@ Insert the bolts into the mounting plate through
the holes designated to go into drywall and reattach
the toggle wings to %" (19 mm) onto each bolt.

® Read the instructions on the TOP CABINET
TEMPLATE.

¢ Tape it underneath the top cabinet.

@ Place the mounting plate against the wall and
insert the toggle wings into the holes in the wall
to mount the plate.

NOTE: Before tightening toggle bolts and wood
screw, make sure the bottom of the mounting plate
touch the bottom of the cabinet when pushed flush
against the wall and that the plate is properly
centered under the cabinet.

CAUTION:Be careful to avoid pinching fingers
between the back of the mounting plate and the wall.

Tighten all bolts. Pull the plate away from the wall
to help tighten the bolts.

B6.| MOUNT THE MICROWAVE

FOR EASIER INSTALLATION AND PERSONAL
SAFETY, WE RECOMMEND THAT TWO PEOPLE
INSTALL THIS MICROWAVE OVEN.

IMPORTANT: Do not grip or use the handlle

or heat shield during installation. Do not

remove the cardboard spacers between the

heat shield and door.
NOTE: If your cabinet is metal, use the nylon

grommet around the power cord hole to prevent
cutting of the cord.

NOTE: We recommend using filler blocks if the
cabinet front hangs below the cabinet bottom shelf.

IMPORTANT: If filler blocks are not
used, case damage may occur from
overtightening screws.

® Make sure the screws for the
blower motor and blower plate
are securely tightened when
they are reinstalled. This will
help to prevent excessive
vibration. ﬁ

® Make sure the motor wiring has
been properly routed and secured,
and that the wires are not pinched.
